Greenhouse gas emissions from the transport sector make up about 20%
of New Zealand’s total emissions and represent over 40% of the country’s
greenhouse gases from the energy sector. The transport sector, defined by
the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, includes
transportation of goods and people for agriculture, tourism and household
uses etc.

Transportation represents the third largest emissions sector for the district
(16.2% of overall emissions). The majority of emissions result from petrol
and diesel consumed by road transport.

Transportation makes up 14.2% of the Council’s greenhouse gas emissions.

Kei hea tatou indianei?

In June 2020, Council adopted the Active Whakatane Strategy,
encouraging all active modes of transport, from mobility scooters
to cyclists to pedestrians. The project aims at making it both easier
and safer for Whakatane District residents to get where they want
to go without needing to use a car.

In recognition of our transport-related emissions as an
organisation, the Council did a fleet audit in 2018/19 and
developed a proposal to transition to a low-emission fleet, including
a mixture of electric vehicles, hybrids and fuel-efficient vehicles.
