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MATATA WASTEWATER UPDATE

Ground and surface water testing at key sites in and around Matata will
kick off next month as the project team continues to progress through
the steps to find a suitable wastewater solution for the town.

The testing will provide better understanding and robust data on the
environmental effects of the current septic tank/effluent disposal field
systems, which is important information for more detailed assessments
that may be needed as the project progresses.

Project Manager Janeane Joyce is very pleased that plans are being
finalised to bring on two suitably skilled people to assist the cultural
overlay workstream. “This work underpins the project and unlocks our
ability to engage with tangata whenua and the community. Background
relationship and technical work will continue to the end of this year,
and in the first quarter of next year we look forward to being able to
talk to the community first, and those interested in the wider district,
about progress as we work with the Co-design Governance Group on
possible solutions.”
