4. You need to comply with the requirements of the Health & Safety at Work Act 2015.

5. You must follow Safety Management Procedures for the Whakatane Port.

complies with the requirements of the Bay of
Plenty Regional Council Air Plan. This includes
holding any necessary resource consents from Bay
of Plenty Regional Council.
